2. National waste legislation 

2.1 Overview of waste legislation

INTRODUCTION
 

Under the Constitution, Bosnia and Herzegovina was organized as a state composed of two entities: the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina and the Republika Srpska. In the Federation, in addition to the federal government level, there are ten counties / cantons and municipalities and cities as units of local government. 

Under Article III 2c) of Annex 4 of the Dayton Agreement (the Constitution of Bosnia and Herzegovina) entities are to ensure a safe and secure environment for all persons in their jurisdictions, by maintaining the agency for the enforcement of civil rights, which will operate in accordance with internationally recognized standards and with respect for human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, which is indicated in Article II, and taking other measures in accordance with needs. 

The current institutional structure in Bosnia and Herzegovina does not imply the existence of state institutions dealing with environmental protection. This area is under the jurisdiction of the constituent entity governments, i.e. the entity ministries responsible for environmental protection. These are the Federal Ministry of Environment and Tourism (FMOiT) and the Ministry of Physical Planning, Construction and Environment of the Republika  Srpska (MPUGiERS).Environmental issues in the territory of Brčko District (BD), a third administrative unit in Bosnia, are the responsibility of the relevant departments of the Government of Brčko District. International agreements and conventions in the field of environmental protection are the responsibility of the State Council of Ministers and the Ministry of Foreign Trade and Economic Relations and its Division of Natural Resources, Energy and Environment. 

Cooperation and coordination between the Federation and the Republika Srpska, related to environmental issues in BiH, was achieved by establishing the Inter-Entity body for the environment. This body is composed of eight members, of whom four members are appointed by the Government of F BiH, and four members of the Government of the RS. The inter-entity body deals with all matters of the environment that are agreed require access to the entity.

INSTITUTIONAL STRUCTURE IN FEDERATION B&H
 

Under its constitution, the Federation is defined as a decentralized entity where the cantons are given basic authorities and rights. Article 2(c) in Chapter III of the FB&H Constitution (“Division of authorities between Federal and Cantonal institutions”) defines the environmental protection policy in FB&H and its cantons. The Constitution establishes the sharing of competencies between the Federation and the constituent cantons as follows:

 

·         Exclusive competencies of the Federation are the general economic, energetic, and fiscal and land use policies (Art III.1, b, f and I);

·         Joint competencies of the Federation and the cantons are, e.g., health, environmental policies, tourism, and use of natural resources (Art III.2): in these fields, the powers of the Federation and the cantons can be executed "jointly or separately, or by the Cantons as coordinated by the Federation Government” (Art III.3.1); and

·         Cantons have all responsibilities not expressly granted to the Federation (Art III.4.1); matters likely to concern the water sector are public services, local land use, local energy production facilities, and cantonal tourism.

The municipal structures supporting waste management are currently integrated with municipal communal services responsible for a wide variety of issues including almost all functions of waste management:

 

·         Communal Services are responsible for waste management plans, legislation and policies at the local level

·         Municipal companies (public utilities) are responsible for collection and disposal of all urban waste produced in municipalities.

 

 
 
INSTITUTIONAL STRUCTURE IN REPUBLIKA SRPSKA
 

Article 35 of the RS Constitution states that: “Every person has a right to live in a healthy environment. Every person is obliged to improve and protect environment as much as possible and in accordance with the law.” The constitutional amendment IV (and XXXII) states that: “Republika Srpska ensures and regulates environmental protection” (among other issues). The constitutional amendment XV states that: “Each municipality ensures and regulates provisions of public communal services through its bodies and in accordance with the law.”

3. Waste management plan

Overview

3.1 National Waste Management Plan

Transposition
 
The existing legal framework in waste, with the Law on Waste Management and a few specific regulations on packaging, landfills and incineration, is only partly in compliance with the EC directives, and no initiative has been undertaken to fill in the remaining transposition gaps. Transposition is most advanced for the Hazardous Waste Directive with a transposition score of 90% while for the other Directives, one third or less of the provisions have been transposed: the Directive on Waste is reaching 32%, and scores are 30% for the landfill directive and 26% for the Sewage Sludge directive. Finally, transposition of Packaging Directive scores 5%.

 
Implementation
 
Similarly to the transposition levels, implementation of the waste related directives has not progressed since last year. Management of waste in FBiH is still in an early phase; a few steps have been taken but no plans have been developed regarding further implementation. The “timetables for Implementation” for all Directives in the waste sector always contain “not determined yet”. Some systems and procedures have already been established such as periodic inspections of waste management operations by the Federal and Cantonal Inspectorate, or permit system to operate incinerators. However, most of the obligations remain to be implemented and no details regarding expected full implementation have been provided. No information is available regarding implementation of the Shipment of Waste Regulation. FBIH adopted Law on Amendments on Law on Waste Management beginning of July 2009. Nevertheless the relevant draft was reflected in the TOCs.

4.3 Political strategy for waste prevention

Federal Waste Strategy (2008) has defined a policy and strategic guidance based on the general principles of the European Union transposed through the Law on Waste Management of FBiH (Official Gazette of FBiH", No.33/03, 72/09). Key objective outlined in the Strategy is "the protection of the environment, promoting and encouraging the sustainable use of resources through the establishment of an integrated waste management system". Achieving the key objective is planned through the implementation of measures envisaged under the strategic objectives, namely:

·         Reduce the risks to the environment and human health and the establishment of priority infrastructure for integrated Waste Management

·         Reduction of waste for final disposal / management with more efficient use of resources

·         Ensure the implementation of the legal, institutional and economic framework

·         Ensure systematic monitoring of parameters for assessment of the environment

 

Strategy formulation is based on its commitment to achieve the highest possible degree of compliance with the general principles of EU and the fundamental principles contained in the Law on Waste Management, the following principles are:

 

·         Prevention

·          Precautions

·         The responsibility of waste producers

·         Responsibility of the polluter

·         Close

·         Regional approach

4.4 Policy instruments

4.4.1 Regulatory instruments 

Overview

Waste management planning obligation directly prescribes three directives: the Waste Framework Directive (2008/98/EC), Directive on the management of hazardous waste (91/689/EEC) and Directive on Packaging and Packaging Waste (94/62/EC).
