Administrative levels:

Bosnia and Herzegovina is divided into the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Republic Srpska and Brcko District.
The meeting was concentrated on the situation in the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina. 
The Federation consists of 10 cantons and 80 municipalities. The total number of municipalities in BiH is 143 (some of the municipalities have less than 1000 inhabitants) 
The environmental institutions in the Federation:

Ministry 16-17 staff working on the environment

1 person working with waste issues

No environmental agency

General challenge: lack of staff and lack of expertise in waste issues 

Main challenges are listed in the Waste strategy:
1. Separation of hazardous waste from non-hazardous waste. Close old dumps and
build new modern landfills

2.   Recycling (recycling is not encouraged by government, no economic incentives for recycling). Too expensive compared to landfill. Incineration is also too expensive.

A waste management plan has been drafted. SOER2011 is being developed by Enova. 

Municipal waste

Municipal waste is collected by public owned companies. 

The coverage of collection is higher than the 36% mentioned in the SOER 2010 part C.

Only a very small part is collected separately. Most waste is landfilled at official landfills. However, some waste is dumped.

A sorting plant (plastic, paper, textiles) and well functioning landfill is situated in Sarajevo. However, in many regions the situation is bad and in rural areas poor concerning waste management. 

55 “official” landfills in the Federation. 21 landfills under control

Packaging waste, WEEE 
Law on packaging waste was passed two months ago. The law requires shared producer responsibility. Implementation in practice is difficult.
Hazardous waste

No treatment facilities for hazardous waste. Some hazardous waste is exported for treatment. Others are land filled at landfills without facilities for hazardous waste.

A feasibility study on an incineration plant for both hazardous and non-hazardous waste is planned

C&D waste

C&D waste are managed on country levels. C&D waste are mainly used to fill open mining sites.

Waste prevention:

Local deposit systems on refillable bottles are in place. But their coverage is small. 

Data collection:

No data in the federal ministry

The federation statistic office has just started a survey of waste data. It covers mainly waste generation in industry. The quality of data is low.

Ms Birgitte Kjær (BK) introduced the waste fact sheets: the outline, content and objectives. She underlined the large demand for this kind of information. The fact sheets are the most visited part of the ETC webpage.

ABH will ask Republic Sprska to contribute with their input. FS will contribute with the input from the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina. ABH will coordinate the input.

The amount of municipal waste in 2008 is the best available estimate. It is based on measures from some municipalities and extrapolation is used to estimate the amount for the federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina. FS have made the estimate and assess that it is the best estimate.

The law on packaging waste has just been past. Therefore there is no measured data available on packaging waste. FS has made an unofficial estimate.
