Assessments of conservation status at the European level
(all biogeographical regions - EU25)
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The pool frog is distributed over much of Europe, ranging as far east as the southern
Ural Mountains of Russia. It was possibly native (now extirpated) to the British Isles. Itis
present in deciduous and mixed forests, forest steppe, steppe, bush lands, meadows,
fields and fens.

Overall status of conservation for the species is ‘unknown but not favourable’ in Alpine,
Continental and Atlantic regions. In Mediterranean region the status s
‘unfavourable-bad’ with information only reported by France. The assessment for
Pannonian region is unfavourable-inadequate’ and the Boreal region is the only one with
a ‘favourable’ status.

The species is listed as ‘Least Concern’ by IUCN in view of its wide distribution and
tolerance of a broad range of habitats. It is protected by national legislation in many

countries.
