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The Italian newt is found through most of central and southern Italy, with higher
concentrations at lower altitudes. It is often associated with woodland and agricultural
habitats. The species is only reported by Italy. Its status of conservation is
“unfavourable-inadequate” for Continental and Mediterranean regions. For the Alpine
region the assessment is “unknown”, as all individual parameters are. Listed as “Least
Concern” by IUCN in view of its relatively wide distribution and tolerance of a broad range
of habitats.
