Assessments of conservation status at the European level
(all biogeographical regions - EU25)

The  natural  range  of  this  plant  species  spreads  from  eastern  Feno-Scandinavia  to
western Siberia. In Western Europe  it occurs only in two locations in Finland. Here  it was
always considered as very rare. It is a pioneer species of the weathering rocks.
 
The  conservation  status  of  the  population  in  the  Alpine  biogeographical  region  was
assessed  as  ‘unfavourable  bad’.  The  population  consists  of  40  individuals;  a  much
higher number is  needed  to  ensure  long-term  viability.  In  the  Boreal  biogeographical
region the  conservation status  is  ‘favourable’. But, although the  population size  of this
species  was  always  limited  in  Finland, the  reference  population  size  of  110  individua ls
seems  to  be  too  low from  the  conservation  perspective.  The  species  is  evaluated  as
critically endangered in the national Red List.
