The bat Nyctalus lasiopterus has a very scattered distribution through central and southern
Europe and north Africa, Libya and possibly Algeria. It forages over mixed and deciduous
forest and wooded river valleys. In summer it roosts in hollow trees and occasionally in
buildings. Rock crevices may also be used as hibernacula in winter.

The conservation status is unfavourable-inadequate in the Black Sea biogeographical region,
unfavourable-bad in Pannonian region and unknown in Alpine, Atlantic, Continental, and
Mediterranean regions. In assessments of countries dominates unknown status: 14 out of 22
assessments concluded the unknown status.

The species is threatened mostly by removal of dead and dying trees, forest exploitation
without replanting or natural regrowth.
