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EUROWATERNET IN ITALY

Update of the EUROWATERNET implementation (2002)

Following the bilateral Italy/ETC_Water meeting held in Florence on 9 October 2001, this information note report on the Italian plan for Inland water dataflow for EUROWATERNET Implementation.

1. THE ITALIAN INLAND WATER NETWORK

The Italian Inland Water Network to supply the National Information Systems (SINAnet) has been defined according to the National framework law for water protection:  the legislative decree 152/1999.

According to the implementation timetable defined by the quoted framework law, the whole national territory will be covered within end of 2003 and a first ecological quality classification based on two-year monitoring will be available.

Regional competent authorities have defined their own monitoring networks, a subset of which represents the National control SINAnet  monitoring network.

All water bodies are referred to significant River Basins and they are classified into the following groups: Rivers, Lakes, Transitional Waters, Artificial Waters and Groundwater.

The Italian Topic Centre for Inland and Marine Water (CTN-AIM), under contract with the Italian National Agency for Environment Protection (ANPA), was entitled to the task of gathering data on water bodies; following the requirements of the framework national law, a first report on water quality of main National River Basins is now available.

2. ITALIAN BASIN CATCHMENTS SELECTED FOR EUROWATERNET

The following significant water bodies pertaining to national river basin catchments will represent the basis of inland water dataflow for EUROWATERNET:

1. Adige

2. Arno

3. Brenta-Bacchiglione

4. Isonzo

5. Liri-Garigliano

6. Livenza

7. Piave

8. Po

9. Tagliamento

10. Tevere 

11. Volturno

As far as groundwater dataflow is concerned, it should be pointed out that the groundwater monitoring network is being developed in most Regions, as a consequence of the implementation of the legislative decree 152/1999 on water protection.

Monitoring and data collection is in progress in the following Regions: Emilia Romagna, Lombardia and Umbria. Therefore, it is foreseen that only few data will be made available by the end of year 2002.

3. INLAND WATER DATA AVAILABLE ON THE ITALIAN NFP SERVER 

Although ANPA and the Italian Topic Centre on Inland and Marine Water will provide EEA/EIONET with a complete dataset of selected basin catchments by the end of year 2002, the following data and information on some selected water bodies have been made available on the Italian NFP server. Work is still in progress to format some of the existing data according to the specifications provided by the ETC_Water.
