	INTRODUCTION:

EEA, BWE summarized the results from the previous day meeting on NFP/NRC Eionet Workshop on 2nd October:
3 projects have been agreed in the water area:
· Project 1: shared water SOE- assessments presented by Peter Kristensen

Project 1 - Possible voluntary countries: Czech Republic, Norway, Austria, Serbia , Romania and Bosnia and Herzegovina
· Project 2: Land-water-biodiversity Integrated assessments
Voluntary countries: Estonia, France, Ireland, Czech Republic, Netherlands will check the technical possibility to participate and Luxemburg was interested.
Linked to WFD and pressure analysis in terms of which methodologies are used at national level to perform pressure analysis.

Project 2 - Possible voluntary countries: Estonia, France, Ireland, Czech Republic, Netherlands, Luxemburg.

DISSCUSSION:

During the discussion it was clarified that WISE is to be seen as implementing the water part of SEIS. EEA would like to implement SEIS through Eionet to benefit from and streamline with existing Eionet activities.
· Project 3: Bathing water project

There was not much feedback from participants on this issue. A problem might have been that the bathing water aspects in most member States are in the responsibility of other departments (e.g. health area). EEA asked participants to check the respective responsibilities in their national networks. Furthermore it needs to be clarified what types of data are available on national level and how EEA could link to the information from national networks and use and publish respective information on European level.

Project 3 - Possible voluntary countries: Croatia, Sweden showed interest at the Eionet workshop.

DISSCUSSION:

During the discussion it was pointed out from some participants, that with the transition from the old BWD to the new BWD new requirements and new analysis on local level might be required and MS need more time to prepare for the reporting. The integration of new bathing water data into WISE will also include a restructuring of the reporting referring to the changes in the Directive. ICES holds the marine database, but is not responsible for the bathing water database. Sweden and Croatia volunteered to participate in this SEIS project.
EEA, PKR invites participants of the meeting to the Sixth Ministerial Conference 'Environment for Europe' which will be held 10–12 October 2007 in Belgrade, Serbia with around 52 European countries. There will be the launch and presentation of 'Europe's environment — The fourth assessment’ which include an inland water and marine chapter. One of side event will be on Environment and Health with focus on drinking water.

	GENERAL INTRODUCTION:

EEA, BWE explained that task 3 of the SoE Drafting Group Under the WFD working Group D - reporting was aiming at scoping the right parameters for SoE assessments. Reporting sheets in 3 thematic areas had been worked on in 2007:
Biological elements (5), (6) & (7); 

Water quantity (3)

Emissions (4)

Country comments were received and incorporated. 

The aim of the Eionet meeting is to have for all reporting sheets a final agreement on how the sheets will be finalised prior to the next meetings under the SOE–activity. It was underlined again from the side of EEA that according to the principle voluntary status of the SOE reporting to EEA, parameters can only be reported when they are included into the national monitoring programs. In case data are not available and not measured, no reporting can be required by EEA..

GENERAL DISSCUSSION: 

During the discussions it was criticised that documents for this meeting were received too late. It is necessary to keep a 2 week deadline to discuss the meeting documents at national level. Without 2 weeks time for member states to study the documents, they shouldn’t be discussed at the meeting. EEA apologized for not having kept 2 week deadline. An extended deadline until 19th Oct for further comments after the meeting was agreed. 

The report on revisions of reporting sheets from today’s meeting will be presented on the next meeting of the group on reporting of SoE/ WFD on 8-9 October. Comments of member states could as well go directly to that meeting.

	Reporting sheet on biological elements (5), (6) & (7)

PRESENTATION:

Anne Lyche Solheim from ETC Water presented 3 reporting sheets on the state of freshwater water bodies in terms of biological quality element, with the main focus which sheets, which metrics, why biological data, how will the data be used:

· RS No. 5  Benthic invertebrate fauna, from 15 Sept. 2007, version 5c

· RS No.6 Phytoplankton, from 15 Sept. 2007, version 5c

· RS No. 7 Macrophytes in lakes, from 15 Sept. 2007, version 5c

Anne presented the country comments received from 7 countries ( AT, DE, ES, FI, NL, HU, SE).
Detailed comments and replies are available on CIRCA in the presentation: Biological reporting sheets & country comments ALS revised EEA 

DISSCUSSION:
· In the discussions, the question was raised, if EEA doesn’t expect reporting of data for water bodies from those states, who were not in the intercalibration group. WB for WFD will be classified by MS. There will be compliance reporting on classification and no supporting data on biological metrics. Unfortunately there is no clear cut correlation between the correlation and national types. What EEA needs, is enough information to do a proper state of environment assessment. If a national type is not covered by any intercalibration type it will be necessary to report more information to make the assessment meaningful. 
· It could be problematic to report the calibration factor. Some metrics might not be available at national level but only at local level, which means that it could be difficult to get data on national level. 
· Regarding trend analysis, it was said that reporting ecological status or quality elements and hazardous substances and nutrients won’t make it possible to make trend analysis assessment. But it could be possible to make trend analysis on European level in an aggregated way. This should be discussed with the Ecostat group. A 1-5 scale could be used for trend analysis if there is confidence in comparability of national metrics between different countries, which is not same along all Europe. 
· The intercalibration is partially completed. To report only compliance with ecological status doesn’t offer really comparable picture. The SoE data flow will help to harmonize quality elements around Europe. 

· One question regarded the change in RS No 5 on page 2 of changing monitoring site to water body. Reporting under SoE is dedicated to monitoring sites and not water bodies. MS don’t know how to make classification for water bodies using the results from monitoring programme or surveillance monitoring. The EEA preference is to report on surveillance monitoring sites and to report also the water body code reported on RS 14. The reporting on metric level should be related to the monitoring site. 
· Agreement on changes in the text of the reporting sheets:

· RS No 5 on page 2 will be changed again back to “MONITORING SITE”.

· RS NO.5 on page 1, second bullet poing: “Time series of common metrics  instead,  …and DERIVED national indices… put RELATED”.

	Reporting sheet on water quantity (3)

PRESENTATION:

Maggie Kossida from ETC Water presented RS No 3. State and quantity of water resources.

Maggie stressed the importance to work with data on regional instead of national level to have better information and added value of the assessments. This needs more detailed and less aggregated data. The reporting sheet covers surface water and groundwater resources. 
Comments had been received from Austria, France, Hungary, Netherlands, Sweden, Eurostat, WMO. Three types of comments were received: general comments, comments on water resources availability and comments on water abstractions. Maggie answered these comments in her presentation. The whole presentation is available at SOE sheet #3_water quantity_NRC meeting
A time table for a test data exchange on water quantity in 2008 was proposed by Maggie:

· January/February 2008: Based on the reporting sheet EEA/ETC prepares reporting format (data dictionary and table) for a test data exchange via Reportnet

· March/April 2008: Reporting by countries of available info aggregated to RBD level – test scheme; no evaluation of performance
· May 2008: EEA/ETC analyses the reported information and prepares a background document on data availability and possibilities of streamlining reporting.
· June 2008: Joint Eionet/SoE Group/Eurostat meeting (quantity experts) with experts, possibly together with COM on drought indicators. 
· 2009: Regular reporting of quantity data according to the agreed structure
DISSCUSSION:

During the discussion, the following items were raised:

· It is importance to link all activities to water scarcity and droughts, which is now in process supported by the Commission.

· What about old reporting exercise of water quantity for Eurowaternet in 2007? EEA replies that all exercise on quantity will take place in 2008 to simplify the reporting process and ease the burden for Member States.  

· Some countries might have problems to report data at the time when they are required. EEA will appreciate data in time when they are ready in member states.
· It was mentioned that data delivery on water abstraction per sector per month until 2010 might be a problem. Maggie proposed that data could be calculated not from RBD but from administrative area by interpolation and more statistics.
· There was a question, if annual data would be sufficient. EEA will take different approaches in different countries in account, especially in problematic areas. The EEA expectation is to have monthly data from all member countries if possible.

· It was stressed again that the spatial differentiation on RBD- level or better sub-unit level is absolutely vital. And Member States should try to report on that level as far as possible and available. 
· It was asked, if there will be an agreement on the choice of gauging stations before reporting? ETC replied that member states will select and choose the gauging stations.
· A clarification on the choice of the hydrological year instead of the normal year is recommended. The vegetation period and winter period can be compared as well. Here, feedback from MS is needed about the hydrological year. The LTAA is 1971-2000 (standard of WMO).
· Conclusion: The reporting sheet No. 3 on Water quantity was agreed. Comments can be given by member states until 19th October. The proposed expert workshop was agreed to take place in 2008.

PRESENTATION:

Peter Kristensen from EEA presented the reporting sheet No. 4 “Loads, discharges and emissions of pollutants to surface waters”, from 25 Sept 2007 version 7. The presentation is available on CIRCA.  The reporting sheets cover the point sources and diffuse sources at RBD. 
Comments were received from 5 countries (NL; DK; SE; HU & AT/UWWTD consultant) and Eurostat plus comments received during the SoE June meeting. They have been included into the reporting sheet.
Peter presented the proposal for a schedule of a test data exchange of emission data during 2008: 
· January/February 2008: Based on the reporting sheet EEA prepares reporting format (data dictionary and table) for a test data exchange via Reportnet

· March/April 2008: reporting of available information aggregated to RBD level – test scheme; no evaluation of performance.

· May 2008: EEA analyse the reported information and prepares a background document on data availability and possibilities of streamlining reporting

· June 2008: Joint Eionet/SoE Group meeting (emission experts) with experts from UWWTD and E-EPTR to discuss the reporting in relation to emissions

· 2009: Regular reporting of emission data according to the agreed structure
DISSCUSSION: 

During the discussion the following points were clarified:

· EEA was asked to clarify and give explanation of the term ”significant point sources”. EEA replied that the footnote on significant point and diffuse sources was added at the bottom of the 1st page of the reporting sheet. It was agreed by the meeting that to the end of footnote the following text will be added “1 Significant point sources….of individual water bodies and are SIGNIFICANT FOR AND ASSESSMENT FOR OF STATE OF ENVIRONMENT. 

· Conclusion: The RS No 4 on emission was agreed. Comments can be given by member states until 19th October. The proposed expert workshop till take place in 2008.

	INTRODUCTION:

Anita Künitzer gave an explanation of this year’s priority data flow: This year the priority data flow will be a bit different from usual. Normally the priority data flow takes place in last quarter of the year. It was originally planned to have the so called WISE test case in which  few countries would participate, but this was changed to the so called WISE SOE data request 2007, in which all countries will participate. The main changes will be inclusion in the WISE system, reporting of WFD stations and Data Dictionary changes following agreed changes in reporting sheets.

	Presentation of the results from EEA analysis of the monitoring sites under Article 8 and there relationship with previous Eionet stations. Presentation of list of stations reported back to Member States and activities expected by Member States. Procedures for non-EU Member states.
PRESENTATION ON STATIONS:

Hermann Peifer from EEA presented the report of Eionet priority data flow (from June 06 – April 07), basic of Reportnet etc. This year, Eionet will use Art. 8 stations of WFD for reporting. MS had reported WFD Art.8 by 21 March 07. The list of recently uploaded data is available on http://cdr.eionet.europa.eu/recent except for those with restricted access. 23 countries were contacted by Hermann on quality assurance issues and asked for clarification about their data on Art 8. NL and CZ were the only countries without problems.
Hermann Peifer also gave an overview on reporting so far under the WFD: Countries were asked to identify River Basin Districts and about 29 countries had identified 186 RBD under the WFD. Then reporting under Art. 5 of WFD on water bodies followed including WB at risk and finally, under Art. 8, reporting on water monitoring stations followed. 

EEA/ETC compared and identified matching stations from WFD water station and the Eionet stations. For Norway, Bulgaria, Romania, Bosnia & Herzegovina and Greece no comparison is made yet. Member states have been asked to reconfirm the comparison. A mapping list was produced at Eionet – WISE SoE data request 2007 and was sent to member states on 13 Sept. 2007. It is available on CIRCA on http://water.eionet.europa.eu/announcements/soe_data_2007

Countries are asked to follow this request which is separated into two steps:

· Step 1 Mapping the stations: concerns the use of WFD stations for Eionet reporting. Step 1 is relevant only for those countries who report for both reporting flows: Austria, Belgium, Czech Republic, Cyprus, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Netherlands, Poland, Slovenia, Slovakia, Spain, Sweden and the United Kingdom. 
Step 1: should be finished by 15 October 2007. The final list of all water stations is placed on CIRCA under http://eea.eionet.europa.eu/Members/irc/eionet-
circle/water/library?l=/soe2007&vm=detailed&sb=Title (password section)

MS are being asked to check the maps 1: 1 results, connection between WFD and Eionet stations. If MS are willing to report more WFD stations under Eionet, MS are requested now to mark the WFD stations which will be reported in addition under Eionet. EEA will compile the list of Eionet stations based on WFD stations.

· Step 2 Reporting the stations: concerns the annual reporting of monitoring data based on the updated Data Dictionary. Member states will receive a separate letter for step 2 at the end of October. Deadline for step 2 is 20th December 2007 for those MS who are able to do the matching now. Non-EU countries (Norway, Switzerland) will report data on Eionet stations as usual.
DISSCUSSION ON STATION MAPPING: 

· For some countries, the timing is problematic since new monitoring network to Eionet is being established in this time or because the network of WFD monitoring stations is not in service yet. EEA/ETC replied that all MS should inform EEA by e-mail when MS are able to do the check between Eionet and WFD stations and when MS are able to identify the new WFD stations. 

· MS would like to have time to check the representativity of the data from newly established WFD stations. The EEA position is that all Eionet stations taken over to WFD stations shouldn’t be a problem. The newly established WFD stations, which have no data in this year will be left for next year.

· The question was raised to EEA: How should MS confirm the matching between the stations (step 1)? EEA reply: Member states can insert a column to the Excel tables and add FALSE on http://eea.eionet.europa.eu/Members/irc/eionet-circle/water/library?l=/soe2007&vm=detailed&sb=Title 
From the complete list of all stations the new stations can be picked inserting new column saying NEW.

PRESENTATION ON DATA DICTIONARY
Data Dictionary: Hermann Peifer and Marek Staron presented the DD which is on http://dd.eionet.europa.eu/ in the old version. EEA and  ETC have worked on a new updated version of the DD with the changes in the areas of  groundwater and rivers, lakes (not released yet). The new version of the Data dictionary for all areas will be issued in 2-3 weeks after the meeting and incorporated into the web pages of the Data Dictionary.  Member states will be informed by letter about the start of step 2 of the data delivery.
DISSCUSSION ON DATA DICTIONARY:

· EEA contact person for the DD is available on http://dd.eionet.europa.eu/ 
· Will be in the future more options for format of data delivery. Is there any recommended formats? EEA reply: MS have more alternatives, everything is imported to XML. The most useful are excel sheets. 

· A question on a distributed system of SoE data was raised. In the future the extracting from national servers might come. EEA/ETC wants to start next year to check with non reporting countries about the download from their repositories.

EEA, BWE presented the outcome of the meeting with DG Envi: continuation of SOE-drafting group. The meeting with the Steering Coordination Group will take place on 8. - 9 Oct. The work under the SoE activity of the Working Group D - Reporting will shift towards a thematic focus with thematic experts and thematic workshops. Beate presented the tasks for further SOE work up to 2010: 
1. SOE-reporting for emissions-loads to water  - coherent reporting streamlined with UWWTD,  IPPC and Marine conventions 
2. SOE reporting related to water scarcity (e.g. water quantity; water abstraction; saltwater intrusion; etc. ) in coop. with ESTAT JQ, hydrological/services and  Water Scarcity & Drought activity.
3. SOE-reporting for biological elements, co-op. with ECOSTAT 
4. Scope possible SOE-information on hydro-morphological elements
5. coherent SOE reporting on the status and trends of transitional, coastal and marine waters (jointly with respective groups under the marine strategy framework directive (MSFD)) 
6. First scope for collection of SOE-information on measures and policy actions to assess policy effectiveness.
Member states are requested to comment on these proposals.
DISSCUSSION ON FUTURE SoE WORK:

· The allocation of water accounting is not clear? Is it part of the task 2/task 1/task 6? It is managing with voluntary countries.
· In all projects some ecological issues are missing. The Biological reporting sheets will be discussed with the experts in the Ecostat – Group. 
· It was pointed out that Point 6 will be mainly subject to compliance reporting. However, a certain set of information is needed in the SOE-context as well. It will be good to look at the results of this work before the actual compliance reporting is starting. 

· Where are the priority substances reported? Priority substances will be part of point 1- in the emissions part. 

· Point 3 is connected to the SEIS project Land-water biodiversity integration assessment.
· Where is climate change reported? Climate change is under point 2 and 3.
