We would like to invite you to provide us with your national  data on pollutant emissions to water at a  River Basin District scale. We have developed an excel reporting format (attached to email) with explanatory notes for the emissions data and an example of a data exchange. This is also available at the Eionet Circa interest group of Eionet Water in the public folders for the Copenhagen Eionet freshwater emission workshop 2008.
Please upload your emissions data in the Excel file by 6th June using the normal reportnet procedures. An Emissions folder (WISE-SoE Emissions Data) has been created for each Member Country in the CDR. Alternatively, the Excel workbooks can be Emailed to the EEA (Robert.Peter.Collins@eea.europa.eu). 
The test reporting will run from early April until 6th June 2008. During June and July, the EEA and ETC/Water will analyse the reported data and information. On the 11th and 12th of September a Thematic Eionet workshop will be held at EEA with the aim of; 

· Presenting and analysing the results from the test data exchange on pollutant emissions.
· Examining issues of data harmonisation and methodological approaches

· Exploring how the information can be used to provide a better European overview of emissions to water and streamline SoE and other emissions data reporting requirements (e.g. WFD, UWWTD and E-PRTR).
