Annex 1: Data to be provided under the Urban Waste Water Treatment Directive (UWWTD)

Master data for UWWTD reporting (highlighted yellow in the data dictionary)

· Information on the sensitivity of areas receiving discharges from waste water treatment plants, or collecting systems

· Receiving areas designated Y/N

· Type of sensitivity (sensitivity for nitrogen, and/or phosphorus)
· Date of designation of sensitive areas
· Information on the catchment of sensitive areas

· Ideally provision of spatial data of sensitive areas

· Information on the agglomerations ('agglomeration'  means an area where the population and/or economic activities are sufficiently concentrated for urban waste water to be  collected  and conducted to an urban waste water treatment plant or to a final discharge point)

· Name of the agglomeration

· Size of the agglomeration (in terms of population equivalent)-total generated load

· Location (coordinates) Indication whether the agglomeration part of a big city/ big discharger (Y/N)? 

· Name of big city/big discharger to which this agglomeration belongs  

· Date of  the relevant deadline of UWWTD or  transitional period (for candidate countries- transitional period)

· Information on the Urban waste water treatment plants (UWWTPS)

· Name of a particular UWWTP serving the agglomeration  

· Identification whether  it  is  the existing UWWTP  (in operation) or a collecting system without waste water  treatment  

· Coordinates of the UWWTP or collecting system

· IDs  of  the  agglomerations  which  are  served  by  the  particular  UWWTP

· Information on the discharge points

· Coordinates of discharge point

· Link to  UWWTP  (or  collecting  system without  treatment),  discharging  via  the particular discharge point(s) – provided as ID of the UWWTP

· Indication in which type of receiving areas is the discharge point located (Normal Area, Sensitive Area (or its catchment), Less Sensitive Area, Art. 5(8) area) 

· ID of receiving area  in which the discharge point is located

· Indication whether the discharge is directed :  to  freshwater/  to estuary/  to coastal water/ on  land  (catchment of freshwater and / or estuary)/ on land (catchment of coastal water) 

· In case of discharge on land specification of the purpose (Irrigation/ Infiltration/other)…  

· Link of discharge point to the WFD (by specifying either :ID of WFD water body  or ID of groundwater body or ID of receiving water or ID of WFD sub-unit or WFD river basin district)

· (Optional) Information for pre-filling of the EUROSTAT OECD JQ on Inland water 

· Number of inhabitants connected to each particular treatment plant or collecting system

· Information on total national number of inhabitants connected to IAS, and not connected to collecting systems (without treatment)

Provision of other information (than master data) specified in the templates is optional. 

Examples of optional information:

· Information what fraction of total generated load produced in particular agglomeration  is collected , treated via individual appropriate systems (IAS) or does not receive any kind of treatment

· Information on the type of treatment applied at particular treatment plant

· Information for pre-filling of the EUROSTAT OECD JQ on Inland water (Number of inhabitants connected to each particular treatment plant or collecting system, number of inhabitants connected to IAS, and not connected to collecting systems)

Reporting countries will be recommended to use the IT input tool for the data compilation and quality checks. The input tool is currently in the end of testing phase and it will be presented and used at the workshop.
