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General information:

The recent development of WISE, its launch on the 22.March 2007 and the successful reporting of most of the data under Art 8 are the basis for the further development also of the input side of WISE. 
The first reporting exercise under WISE in 2007 will be based on the first set of reporting sheets agreed with Working Group D and the Steering Coordination Group under the WFD common implementation strategy in their respective meetings on 2nd May and 15th May. 

These reporting sheets and the results of the SOE-drafting group have been summarised and presented also to the Eionet NFPs, who met in Copenhagen the 23. and 24. May. The NFPs stressed the need for a prolonged deadline for this exercise. 
Beside the procedure of the station selection the reporting is expected to have quite the same look and feel as the previous Eionet-water reporting. 
Therefore EEA will send out the request to all countries, hoping for a wide participation. 
However, the exercise is still voluntary and we are aware that this year reporting might be more influenced by all expected imponderabilities of a technical system being under development we have full understanding if countries will rather wait for the regular, full established scheme in 2008.

To accomplish with the “test situation” EEA has 

a) prolonged the deadline for the 2007 reporting to the end of the year to give enough time for communication with the countries e.g. on the selection of the stations

b) we will treat the data flow as a test/guest case in Eionet and assess the country performances in this year’s water reporting accordingly – No smilies accounted in the overall priority data flow report.
There will be no EIONET-water reporting according to the old scheme, as this would imply unnecessary duplications. In this sense the WISE test case and the 2007 priority data flow on water will be the same activity.

To further continue the discussion with both networks, with the EIONET  in the same way as with the the WFD- colleaguesAn NFP workshop will be organised early October, to discuss the further development of WISE, also in the context of the SEIS (Shared Environment Information System) relevant for the EIONET-water network

· The exercise will consist of two parts:

1. agreement on the stations, 

2. reporting of data for the new reporting sheets (see details below).

All other 8 EU countries and all non-EU countries will report for their old EIONET stations.
