The charts doesn't present the realistic state of water quality in Slovenia.

It is not clear why/which 9 monitoring stations on Slovenian rivers were taken into account. High BOD values indicate selection of very contaminated sites, the Slovenian average is much lower.

Monitoring of lakes and reservoirs

Slovenia
National monitoring of 3 natural lakes and 4 reservoirs has been implemented in Slovenia. However, data on hydrological, physico-chemical, and biological parameters of selected lakes is relatively well covered. (Phytoplankton, Zooplankton and  Macrophytes are all monitored.) Improvement of monitoring activities – Makroinvertebrates and Fish is expected as a result of the implementation of Water Framework Directive in the next years.
