Thank you for submitting data via Eionet. During checking of the data in the ETC water Database from transitional, coastal and marine waters we have discovered some errors and “strange” data from previous years. Some of these errors and “strange” data are from Belgium and we would appreciate your help in order to correct or verify these data. A summary of all the errors and “strange” data can be seen in Annex 1.
Types of errors found in data from Belgium:

Concentration missing: In the years 1999, 2002, and 2003 the concentrations of Total Phosphorus, total Organic Carbon, Biological Oxygen Demand, Chemical Oxygen Demand and Ammonium is missing for some stations (e.g. 154100 and 168900).  Is this because these were not measured or is this an error?
