Thank you for submitting data via Eionet. During checking of the data in the ETC water Database from transitional, coastal and marine waters we have discovered some errors and “strange” data from previous years. Some of these errors and “strange” data are from Sweden and we would appreciate your help in order to correct or verify these data. A summary of all the errors and “strange” data can be seen in Annex 1.
Types of errors found in data from Sweden:

Day = 0:  The field day is filled with a 0 (zero). This strange value/error occurs in the years 1997-2002 for the nutrients data, in years 1997-2000 for data on hazardous substances in seawater, and year 2001 and 2003 for hazardous substances in biota. Is this because day is not known or and error?

Month = 0:  The field day is filled with a 0 (zero). This strange value/error occurs in the years 2001 and 2003 for hazardous substances in biota. Is this because month is not known or and error?

Year > 2006: The years 2009 and 2010 occurs in nutrients data from the station NationalStationID = GBSF17.

Concentration = 0 without LimitOfDetectionFlag filled in: concentrations of 0 filled in some cases were no LimitOfDetectionFlag has been filled in for this particular concentration. This occurs for data fore hazardous substances in biota in 2005. Is this an indication that this particular chemical substance could not be detected?
Salinity > 45: Very high salinity has been reported from the NationalStationID= GBBF13 in year 2003.
