Annex 1: Important Data Dictionary Updates

Significant changes only are described.

1. Modification of Data Dictionary on Lakes water quality 
Currently the "Biology in lakes - aggregated data" table (http://dd.eionet.europa.eu/datasets/3049) contains two different types of data: (1) the main data in the EQR (Ecological Quality Ratio) scale and (2) additional data in original metric scale form. The use of two scales in the same table seems to cause some confusion for data providers. Therefore, the splitting up of the current Biology in lakes - aggregated data table into two tables is proposed as follows: 
(1) "Biology in lakes - EQR data". For this table, related information should be given in the table ClassificationSystemLakes, linked by WaterbodyTypeNCS. 

(2) "Biology in lakes - additional metrics data". For this table, no information on the classification system is requested. 
In each of these two tables redundant fields will be removed, to restrict the possibilities for making mistakes. The revised SoE Lakes water quality reporting data model is shown below.
For SoE Rivers water quality reporting, only EQR data are requested, therefore only one table "Biology in rivers - aggregated data" exists. The name, description and content of this table will only be sligthtly modified to match the "Biology in lakes - EQR data" table.
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2. Implementation of 2009/90/EC Directive rules

Due to the implementation of the 2009/90/EC Directive (QA/QC Directive) into WISE SoE reporting and the resulting data processing, the following changes are suggested for Data Dictionaries:

2a.  Removal of the option for reporting values below Limit of Detection 
Reporting of the values "Below the Limit of Detection" (LOD) or indication of this limit will be removed for all reporting categories where available (SoE Rivers water quality, SoE Lakes water quality, SoE Groundwater quality, SoE TCM waters quality).  Reporting of the values "Below the Limit of Quantification" (LOQ) and indication of the LOQ as a standard value provided by the laboratories remains to be reported obligatorily.
2b.  Applying of the 2009/90/EC Directive rules for aggregation in the case aggregated data are reported by countries 
Current text:

"When providing aggregated data, sample concentrations at the analytical limits of detection or quantification should be treated in a harmonized way: sample concentration values recorded as below the limit of detection or quantification should be replaced with a value equivalent to HALF THE LIMIT OF DETECTION OR QUANTIFICATION."

Will be replaced by the following text:
"When providing aggregated data as mean values, sample concentrations below the limits of quantification must be treated in a harmonized way pursuant to the Commission directive 2009/90/EC of 31 July 2009 laying down, pursuant to Directive 2000/60/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council, technical specifications for chemical analysis and monitoring of water status (QA/QC Directive): sample concentration values recorded as below the limit of quantification should be replaced with a value equivalent to HALF THE LIMIT OF QUANTIFICATION. (Article 5.1 of the QA/QC Directive ). Where a calculated mean value of the measurement results is below the limit of quantification, the value shall be referred to as ‘bellow the limit of quantification’ (Article 5.2 of the QA/QC Directive ).
2c.  Applying of the 2009/90/EC Directive rules for in the case disaggregated data are reported by countries - reporting of determinands which represent the sum of substances
The following text is to be added to the disaggregated data methodology for all water categories:
When reporting the determinands which represent the sum of hazardous substances in one  reported disaggregated data sample (e.g. the sum of DDT-like substances or Total PCBs), in cases of concentrations below the limit of quantification use "0" as an input of the given item for summarization to disaggregated data sample instead of the half of the limit of quantification (Article 5.3 of the QA/QC Directive ).
In the case that all summarized substances in one disaggregated data sample are below LOQ, use the LOQ prefix in the “LOQ_Flag“ field and enter LOQ value in the “Concentration“ field as the final sum for Rivers, Lakes and TCM reporting categories or enter the value of the limit of quantification with the prefix “<” into the “Value” field for Groundwater (LOQ  should be identical for all summarized substances), do not divide the LOQ by 2."

These rules must also be followed for the underlying disaggregated data for the above determinands prior to their aggregation. 

Annex 2: Important Scoring Criteria Updates
Significant changes only are described.

1. Modification of general supplementary criteria for 3 smileys

The current supplementary criteria for 3 smileys is: 

"In the case of late data delivery, delivery in non-proper data format or structure and / or missing country feedback, the scoring is reduced from 3 to 2 points."

This will be modified for all reporting categories excluding Emissions as follows:
"In the case of missing most recent (2012) data, late data delivery, delivery in non-proper data format or structure and / or missing country feedback, the scoring is reduced from 3 to 2 points."
2. Clarification and simplification of scoring criteria for SoE Emissions to water reporting category
In order to reflect the automatic addition of data from the E-PRTR into the SoE Emissions database which reduces the reporting load for countries and follow the rule "report once use many times", and in order to simplify the rules for better and a clear understanding, the scoring criteria for SoE Emissions are updated as follows:
WISE1: Emissions to Water

Scoring criteria are based on data deliveries for the current year and the provision of data for a variety of sources and determinands. Important for achieving the maximum score is the provision of a more detailed source of emission data (if not delivered in past years).

Emission values already provided within E-PRTR does not have to be reported or indicated within SoE Emissions reporting once more.
Internal adding of data into the SoE Emissions database by the ETC data manager from other datasets either as replacement of negative codes provided by countries within SoE Emissions reporting  (data from UWWTD,  WFD, SoE Quantity or SoE TCM datasets) or by automatic addition of data of from E-PRTR is not taken into account for evaluation by 2 and 3 smileys.
Reported information "no change with regard to previous delivery" is acceptable. Two following years are allowed as maximum; identical evaluation will be assigned for the whole period. However, if major changes have occurred, annual reporting especially for point sources is requested.
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	1. At least two determinands for Nutrients and Organic Matter Emission Discharges from Point Sources; and

2. At least two determinands for hazardous substances  Emission Discharges from Point Sources; and

3. At least one determinand for any substance from Diffuse Sources (if not delivered in previous years)

In the case of late data delivery, delivery in non-proper data format or structure and / or missing country feedback, the scoring is reduced from 3 to 2 points.
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	1a. At least two determinands for Nutrients and Organic Matter Emission Discharges from Point Sources; or

1b. At least two determinands for hazardous substances  Emission Discharges from Point Sources; or

1c. At least one determinands for any substance from Diffuse Sources (if not delivered in previous years)

In the case of late data delivery, delivery in non-proper data format or structure and / or missing country feedback, the scoring is reduced from 2 to 1 point.
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	1a. SoE Emisisons data delivery not sufficient for 2 points scoring; or

1b.  Emission values already provided by a country within E-PRTR., 
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	No data delivery under WISE-SoE data collection 2012, no communication or no sufficient emission data available for transfer from other reporting at EU level.
