Namely, in the “Water Balance view”, under the tab “Water Storage” it was not previously allowed to enter negative values to the fields “Snowpack”, “Change in reservoir storage” and “Change in groundwater storage”. This has now been modified in the current version 1.0.1 and negative values are accepted.
Please download the new zip folder which has replaced the old one, and follow the exact same procedure as described in the Communication of September 24th. 

NOTE: The files that you have created so far containing your data can be properly loaded with the new application without any problem. Be careful not to delete the data files that you have created when you download and unzip the new folder.
