Types of errors found in data from France:

Older data:
Data on hazardous substances in biota within a high range of concentrations: Some concentrations from the year 2007 are very high. More detailed information on these concentrations can be found in the file: France_Biota_high_concentrations_2007.xls. Can you confirm that these concentrations are correct? If not please send us the corrected concentrations.
Data from 2008:
Missing sampling depth for some nutrients data: Some of the data on nutrients from 2004-2008 (submitted 2009) are without sampling depth – is this because sampling depth is not know or is this an error?
