Some determinands in table “Basicquality” have zero values (min, mean, max, standard deviation) (2777 records with zero values). Some determinands in table “ImpactQuality” have zero values under “concentration” field (27015 records with zero values). Are zero values under the limit of detection or limit of determination? 
- high Orthophosphate values
After thorough examination of your data we found that most Orthophosphate values reported for 2007 are obviously wrong (too high). Overalll average for 1992-2006 is 0.28 mg/l P; average for 2007 is 169 mg/l P. All values reported for 2007 have Mean value either >10 (wrong) or <1 (presumeably right). 

Most likely, the wrong values have unit µg/l P instead of mg/l P. Can you confirm that or is there any other problem with the data?
